However, we do offer an optional Six Weeks Test, which is to be completed outside of class and can replace a student’s lowest test grade up to an 80. Students may retake quizzes, in a timely manner, provided that they have turned in completed quiz corrections.
MAKE-UP WORK AND LATE WORK

· If you are absent, you are responsible for getting class notes and working, checking and submitting make up work in a timely fashion. To receive full credit, make up work after an absence of n days must be graded and submitted within (n+1) school days (NOT class days) of your return.
