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	10) A cheetah that is running 90 feet per second is 120 feet behind an antelope that is running 60 feet per second. How long will it take for the cheetah to catch up with the antelope?

	11) A cheetah can run at top speed for only 20 seconds. If an antelope is too far away for a cheetah to catch it in 20 seconds, the antelope if probably safe. Your friend claims that antelope in the previous problem will not be safe if the cheetah starts running 650 feet behind it. Is your friend correct?

	12) BONUS: For what value of a will the equation have infinitely many solutions?
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	13) Give an example of a linear equation that has (a) no solution and (b) infinitely many solutions. Justify your answers.
